These cycles are sturdy, stable and comfortable in nature. In fact this bike is not built for speed; rather it is designed to provide comfort for the long haul. A touring bike is an excellent bike for long distance riding. The drop handlebars of this cycle provide comfort, good control and allow for multiple hand positions. This cycle have several eyelets and forks that can be used to attach racks and cranks to place your non-cycling gear. Seats are other important feature of this cycle which depends upon the needs of comfortable, recumbent seats or business-like seats. Initial touring cycle designed provides more riding comfort to you and even protect you from saddle sores. The latter designed cycle make your bike look more streamlined and professional.The racing bike is built for speed, sporting an aerodynamic, thin and ultra light frame. If you considering this cycle a short wheelbase allows the bike to respond to the slightest movements at even the top speed. In fact this bike is much effective for those who suffer from knee problems because when you&rsquo;re cycling on a stiff slope, they don&rsquo;t allow the pressure to fall on the knees. If you&rsquo;re into winning races, this bike is most suitable for you.You may go for a tandem bike because these are especially helpful if you have a companion with you to ride. Basically these are made for couple and very expensive than other bikes. Also, you must weight the pros and cons before deciding to buy a tandem. It will be better to go for 700c wheels. Hybrid bike is a cross between the road bike and mountain bike. It&rsquo;s lighter than a mountain bike, but not as fast as a road bike. These bikes are comfortable with upright seats and are a pleasure to ride. Straight handlebars, medium-width tires, and upright riding position make the bike perfect for short distances.Cruiser bicycles are designed for comfort, with curved back handlebars, padded seats, and balloon tires. Cruisers typically have minimal gearing and are often available for rental at beaches and parks which feature flat terrain.
